My own personal equipment does break down on occasions as the next two stories
illustrate:

| constructed a project from Electronics Australia magazine for a power supply using an
LM317K integrated circuit. It had worked perfectly for years with no problems. | tried to
power a circuit but no output current, the voltage on the meter was 0.K. Looking back
onthe project, the only thing stopping an output was the 'Load On/Off switch. The switch
proved to be open circuit and thus was replaced. The multi-meter earned its keep that day
locating the open circuit switch, avery unusual fault.

The next fault was located in the bath room; the electric shaver would not work. The
multimeter checked out the cord from the 240 volts A.C. socket to the shaver socket.
One conductor is open circuit and with the molded plugs on each end, was beyond
repair. Anew cord solved the problem.
